
Did you know that over 3,000 Disclosure
applications forms are rejected every month
because the date of birth is not completed
accurately?

The ARC Disclosure Service is designed to overcome these
difficulties.  We process over 500 Disclosure applications each
month, around a third of which have an error.  We check every
application we receive and have a ‘direct line’ contact at the
CRB to help with any queries.  Membership of the Care Services
Advisory Panel enables us to influence change, and be at the
forefront of new developments.  Can you afford to be without
us?
